Recording Land Records & Documents Affecting Title to Property
The Clerk of the Circuit Court maintains land records for the City of Martinsville. "Land records" means any writing authorized by law to be recorded on paper or in electronic format that the clerk records affecting title to real property, including but not limited to instruments, orders, or any other writings recorded under this title, Article 5 (§ 8.01-446 et seq.) of Chapter 17 of Title 8.01, Title 8.9A and Chapter 6 (§ 55-106 et seq.) of Title 55. You may visit the Clerk's office to view land records dating back to 1942.

Secure Remote Access to Land Records
[bookmark: _GoBack]Secure remote access to land records is also available. The cost is $50 per month per user, payable in advance. Each user must submit an application and sign a user agreement.  Those interested in utilizing secure remote access to land records may download and complete the Application for Internet Access to Records Management System and mail it to the Circuit Court Clerk with payment.
Upon being approved as a Subscriber, you may log in to the Secure Remote Access Website to access the Martinsville land records database. 

e-Recording
Land records may be recorded in person at the Clerk’s Office, by mail, and  electronically through Simplifile. To begin the process of e-Recording a land record, visit the Simplifile website.
